PSYC2XXX or PSYC3XXX) which must 
include at least 6 units at Level 3. 
A minor consists of 8 units from one major list with a maximum of 4 units at introductory level and must include a 
gateway course and a cornerstone course.

 48 units under the Bachelor of Arts course list including-  

- 28 units towards Psychology Extended Major 
- 8 units towards a Minor 
- 12 units of General Electives

- 6 units of compulsory capstone courses towards Psychology Extended Major (PSYC3010, PSYC3020, 
PSYC3102) 

- 2 units from either PSYC3042 or a level 3 PSYC course from one of the five study areas 
(Applied/Professional, Biological, Cognition, Developmental or Social) in Psychology Extended Major 

- 4 units of level 3 PSYC course from at least two of five areas of study (Applied/Professional, Biological, 
Cognition, Developmental or Social) in Psychology Extended Major 

- 8 units of a Minor including 2 units of compulsory gateway course, 2 units of compulsory cornerstone 
course, 4 units of other courses from the major course list which at least 2 units at an advanced Level (i. e. 
HIST2XXX) 

- 4 units of General Electives of which at least 2 units at an advanced level (Level 2 or Level 3 i.e. 
HIST2XXX)
